TATTON PARK ATTRACTIONS

Tatton Park’s Neo-classical Mansion was home to 
the Egerton family from the 18th century. Decorated
and furnished in the early 1800s by Elizabeth and
Wilbraham Egerton, the staterooms are home to the
family’s collection of fine art, furnishings, books and
ceramics. Extensive servant’s quarters and kitchens
complete an evocative picture of a well-ordered and
sophisticated country house.

High Season: Tue to Sun 1 - 5* Guided tours at 12pm. 
Book at Garden entrance. Charge applies. 
Low Season: Tue to Sun 12 - 4* in October and Christmas events.

MANSION

Tatton’s Farm originally provided food for those
living on the Estate. Today it’s still an authentic
working farm carrying out traditional farming
practices. Meet and feed many rare breeds of
animals including pigs, horses, donkeys, goats
and poultry. There’s a new all weather play area with tractor and trailer
rides and and family and children’s events are held regularly such as 
donkey grooming and pig-washing, see website for details.

High Season: Tue to Sun 12 - 5* Low Season: Weekends and school
holidays 11 - 4*. Closed during the RHS Flower Show.

Enjoy a Tour Through Time and learn about
this fascinating building from its origins in
the 15th century until workers last lived
here in 1958. It is an atmospheric setting
for our historical re-enactments, outdoor
theatre and Hallowe’en. A guided tour

highlights how people lived through the years, from the smoky shadows 
of Medieval England, to the Stuart and Victorian periods to the 1950s.
